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During the Senate Ways and Means Sub-Committee questions were raised regarding the average
lengths of stay and readmission rates at the state hospitals.  The following information was
compiled in response to those questions.

KNI
Ninety-nine percent of the people at KNI have lived at KNI for over 10 years, or came to KNI
from Winfield State School prior to its closure. The earliest admission date for a person is 1960
and the latest is 2000. KNI had one short term admission in 2002. The person was admitted for 4
months for medication stabilization and then discharged.

PSH
The average length of stay for the current resident population at PSH&TC is 14.24 years,
however that number is skewed by a few residents that have spent most of their lives in
institutions.

The average length of stay for residents in the Dual Diagnosis Treatment & Training Services
(DDT&TS) program is 7.4 months.

Excluding the DDT&TS population, the average length of stay for residents admitted during the
past five years is 19 months.
